Just when we think winter is over (and officially it is) we get hit with anothe
storm. And there have been predictions of yet another one next week. Rdih in
the lower elevations and snow in the mountains. The snow looks nice frorfl down
here in the inland empire but isn't so nice under our motorcycle tires.

If we decide to venture out on a ride these days we must pay special attenfjon to
the roadway. Not just for obstacles like loose gravel, road kill, and potholeS§.
must be on the lookout for black ice. This is most common in Southern Cg
nia at higher elevations.

Black ice, also known as glare ice or clear ice, typically refers to a thin coafing of
glazed ice on the surface of the oad
parent, allowing the dark surface of the pavement to show through it. It ca
nearly impossible to see the difference between black ice and normal wet
ment. That makes it particularly dangerous.

At the higher elevations in Southern California we will have winter snow orjithe
ground. During the warmer temperature in daytime the snow melts and meg
stream across the roadway. Then during hours of darkness the temperatufie drops
and the water freezes. Black ice may form even when the ambient temper@ture is
several degrees above 32°F (0°C) the freezing point of water. This may o@cur if
the air warms suddenly after a prolonged cold spell that leaves the surfaceliof the
roadway well below the freezing point.

Even during some warmer days there might be sections of roadway wherefblack
ice remains. This can be caused by extremely shady conditions from treegior
buildings, which prevents the sunshine from warming the surface temperaf@ire of
the pavement above the melting point of the ice. You should remember th@t
black ice can be found at any time, day or night.

Bridges and overpasses can be especially dangerous. Cold air can circuldie above

and below the surface of the roadway causing the pavement temperature ® drop
more rapidly. Black ice may form there sooner than the pavement on solid
ground. You should watch for roa@way
