Did you know, that the average adult has about 10-12 pints of blood in his/her body? 

Roughly 1 pint is given during a donation.  A cancer patient (Leukemia) can use 2 to 

6 units of Red Blood Cells and another 6 to 8 units of Platelets for 2 to 4 weeks 

daily during treatment for the disease.  The range for these treatments can vary 

widely. 

 

My sister was one of these patients at Loma Linda Hospital and unfortunately lost 

her battle with Leukemia in 2002, during her second round of treatments.  This is 

one of the reasons I started donating blood on a regular basis. 

 

Every 2 seconds someone in the U.S. needs blood.  So, letõs all turn out for our bi-

monthly donation on March12th at 10:00 A.M.      

 

We will donate blood then sit down in the cantina enjoying each others company, 

then group together for a lunch ride to Oak Glen.

Riding in a group is more than just getting out on the road with other riders. When 

we ride in a group we are actually riding in formation. Staggered formation is the 

most common on the open road. When riding at slower speeds in city traffic we 

may ride two up. 

 Curvy or winding roads usually require riding single file. It is important to ride in the 

proper formation at all times when riding in a group. How do we know which for-

mation is best when riding in a group? Iõm glad you asked. The answer is simple. Pay 

attention to the road captain.  

 

The road captain will signal which formation is best at any given moment on the 

road. As road conditions change, so does the formation in which we ride. 

 

Most signals are given with the left hand. The index finger pointing up means single 

file. The index and middle finger pointing up (like peace or victory, depending on 

how old you are) means to ride two up. The index and little finger pointing up 
means staggered formation. The road captain will signal other important information 

besides the riding formation. These hand signals are important for safety and to help 

keep the group together. 

 

 Before leading a group ride the road captain should review the basic hand signals 

with everyone present. Please note that the hand signal for a right turn is not the 

same as the signal for single file. It is a common mistake that riders sometimes point 

their index finger up when signaling a right turn. For a right turn signal please use an 

open hand or closed fist. 

 

When you see the road captain give a hand signal you should also give the same hand 

signal for the riders behind you. The riders behind you may not have a good view of 

the road captain. Therefore it is important that all riders in the group give the same 

hand signal each time. The road captain will be watching in his or her mirror for the 

hand signals to make sure everyone stays together. 

 

Giving the hand signals is not just for the riders behind you. They are also for your 

own safety. Donõt you want the riders behind you knowing whatõs coming up so they 

donõt run into you? I thought so. Itõs a good idea to give hand signals even when you 

ride alone. Why not tip off the cage drivers around you so they know what you are 

about to do. Youõll be doing it for yourself. Ride, have fun, and be safe!
